There was one member of the public who attended the Crime Reduction Talk from
Humberside Police. The talk finished at 8:05pm and the Parish Council meeting was then
held.

Crime Safety Talk

The Parish Council had requested PCSO Kerry Jones attend a public forum to provide
crime safety advice to residents following concerns raised during a spate of Nottingham
Knockers. PCSO Jones provided reassurance that Laxton was a low crime area, and any
steps take on household safety should be proportionate to the risk.

Most burglaries are opportunistic, and her advice was to take sensible steps to reduce
vulnerabilities, for example, locking doors even when at home, keeping back doors locked to
avoid a distraction burglary whilst the resident is engaged at the front door, and fit window
locks, especially easy to access areas. Don’t hide keys under mats or flower pots, use
purpose built key safes instead. Fit letter boxes with cages. Consider “dusk till dawn”
outdoor lighting, rather than movement detectors. Consider the security of passageways
around your home and think about gates and high fencing. Think about what you leave out
in the garden that could be either be stolen or used to access your home — ladders, tools etc.
There is a  database  of  Police  approved  security  products  at
https://www.securedbydesign.com/. Most burglaries happen when a property is empty, so
make sure you cancel your milk when you’re on holiday, and perhaps ask a friend to collect
your post. Avoid drawing curtains during the day if you’re away. Gadgets and valuables can
be registered at www.immobilise.com, which can help locate goods if they are stolen.

Genuine callers to your home will have identification, and you should feel free to ask to see
it and check it. Many utility providers operate a password scheme if you ask. You shouldn’t
let people in your home if you’re not sure about their identity. Be on your guard for rogue
traders who are pushy, want you to sign up on the spot or ask for money in advance or offer
to take you to the bank to withdraw cash. Always look to get three quotes in writing.

Nottingham Knockers are door-to-door salesmen who sell household products. They are
usually young men who are dropped off early in the morning in a particular location by a
large van and are then transported around that area throughout the day. They are known to
be aggressive and sell goods at inflated prices to vulnerable people.  Although the
experience may be unpleasant, they are generally not acting as scouts for later burglaries.
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Cold calling is not permitted in Laxton because we are in a cold calling zone. If this was not
the case then cold callers would need a “Peddlers Certificate” to lawfully sell. If you don’t
want to buy anything from the cold caller. advise them this is a “No Cold Calling
Neighbourhood” and ask to see their Peddlers Certificate.

89/23 DECLARATIONS OF PECUNIARY AND NON-PECUNIARY
INTERESTS — There were no declarations.

90/23 MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING - Resolved — That the minutes of the
meeting of the Council held on Wednesday 4 October 2023 be confirmed as a correct record
and signed by the Chair.

91/23 PUBLIC PARICIPATION- Thete were no members of the public present.

92/23 ACTION LOG UPDATE - ERYC wete due to hold an update meeting on the
footbridge at Cotness Corner this week. ERYC had carried out a speed survey on Chapel
Lane, Laxton in July and the findings were that: 1) The 85" percentile speed of two way
traffic was recorded to be 34.6mph 2) the percentage of those offending was 12.76% of
motorists 3) the road scores as low under ERYC’s Speed Limit Policy because the speed data
shows speeding is low and the road has an excellent road safety record. The Parish Council
was eligible to hire a Speed Indicator Device to highlight speed to passing drivers and to
request inclusion in the Community Speed Watch Programme. The speed indicator device
cost £500 for a month’s hire, and the road safety officer advised it had only a short term
affect on changing driver behaviour. It was agreed to ask residents again if they would like
to volunteer to take part in the speed watch programme, although it was noted there had not
been sufficient volunteers after previous requests. Councillor Goulden advised that there
should be an outcome issued shortly from the Goole Windfarm Quick Fix Fund for the
planter request that had been submitted in March 2023. The meeting discussed
correspondence with the Village Hall regarding the change in constitution and it was agreed
that the Clerk would arrange a meeting with the VH to discuss further.

93/23 WARD COUNCILLOR UPDATE - There was no Ward Councillor update.

94/23 PARISH COUNILLOR UPDATE - Councillor Huntley advised that there had
been frustration about the amount of time the Saltmarshe railway station crossing barriers
remained lowered. This was often 10-15 minutes at a time, and the crossing seemed only to
be raised when a called was made using the station phone. Network Rail had written to the
Parish Council advising that delays had been caused by weather and rail contamination
meaning that signalling was not working correctly. This means trains had to operate more
slowly, at a reduced frequency, and that the amount of time that the barriers were closed was
increased. The Parish Council had also heard from local engineers that there were problems
with Saltmarshe Bridge, and that manually intervention was required from Gilberdyke to
Goole. It was agreed that the Clerk would ask Ward Councillors to raise through the MPs
office.

Anniversary for D-Day. Villages, towns, cities and organisations of all sizes had been asked
to mark the anniversary by lighting a beacon at 21:45, and holding an event to commemorate
the occasion. The Parish Council discussed a 1940’s themed event, with a bring your own
picnic and perhaps with old photographs, exhibits and vehicles.

Resolved — a) the Clerk would i) ask whether the Beacon could be lit at 21:45 on the
6" June ii) ask the Village Hall Committee / Church if they had any plans to commemorate
the event iii) fix up a sub-committee in January for anyone interested in getting involved in
preparations b) Councillor Mr Yarrow agreed to investigate the availability of D-Day
commemorative coins.

Extract from the Devolution Deal

Summary of the Devolution Deal between Government and the Local Authorities of Hull and East
Yorkshire, comprising Kingston upon Hull City Council and East Riding of Yorkshire Council

e The Government and Hull and East Yorkshire are minded to agree a devolution deal which
will provide the area with new powers and funding to increase opportunities and living
standards through inclusive growth and productivity improvements. A devolution agreement
is contingent upon Hull and East Yorkshire proceeding through the steps necessary to meet
the governance criteria required for a Level 3 devolution deal. This devolution agreement
includes:

e The formation of the Hull & East Yorkshire MCA, and the election of a directly elected mayor
to provide overall vision and leadership, seek the best value for taxpayers’ money, be
directly accountable to the area’s electorate and to receive new powers on transport,
housing and skills.

e Control of a £13.34 million per year allocation of investment funding, worth £400 million
over 30 years, 35% capital and 65% revenue, to be invested by the Hull & East Yorkshire
MCA to drive growth and take forward its priorities over the long term.

e Up to £15 million capital funding in the current Spending Review period to support
transport, flood and coastal erosion programmes across the area, a brownfield employment
programme in Hull, and a coastal regeneration programme in the East Riding of Yorkshire.
This investment is subject to agreement of the relevant business cases.

e Up to £5 million of capital funding in the current Spending Review period to further support
Hull and East Yorkshire’s economic growth priorities, including any further expansion of the
Siemens Gamesa Offshore Wind Facility, subject to a full business case and clear value for
money.

e £4.6 million for the building of new homes on brownfield land in 2024/25, subject to
sufficient eligible projects for funding being identified.

e £2 million of Mayoral Capacity Funding over 3 years (FY 2024/25 — 2026/27) to support the
Hull and East Yorkshire MCA in the early stages of this deal.

e UK Shared Prosperity Fund (UKSPF) planning and delivery at a strategic level from 2025/26,
subject to funding, policy and delivery considerations at the next Spending Review.

e New powers to shape local skills provision to better meet the needs of the local economy
and local people, including devolution of the core Adult Education Budget, as well as input
into the new Local Skills Improvement Plans.

e New powers to drive the regeneration of the area and to build more affordable homes
including compulsory purchase powers and the ability to establish Mayoral Development
Corporations.

e New powers to improve and better integrate local transport, including the ability to
introduce bus franchising, and control of appropriate local transport functions.

e Responsibility for a consolidated local transport settlement for the Hull & East Yorkshire
MCA, which Government will provide Hull & East Yorkshire MCA at the next Spending
Review.

e A commitment to explore a new rail partnership with Great British Railways, once
established, so their priorities can be taken into consideration in future decisions regarding



their local network. Observer representation from Department for Energy, Security and Net
Zero on the Humber Energy Board, through which they will support the development of a
Net Zero Strategy.

e A commitment for Hull & East Yorkshire MCA and a subset of the Department for Culture,
Media and Sport’s arm’s length bodies to establish a collaborative partnership to share
expertise and insight across culture, heritage, sport, communities and the visitor economy.

e A commitment for Government to consider the development of a specialist med- tech
business park in Hull, including exploring support for Phase 1 of the project, subject to
further discussions.

Hull City Council and East Riding of Yorkshire Council have secured a devolution Deal with Government
worth over £400 million which, if progressed, would move important choices about local investment,
infrastructure, and training from government to local decision makers. The proposal explains how this deal
supports both Councils’ ambitions for the area.

In summary, devolution for Hull and East Yorkshire includes:

e  £400 million (£13.34 million per year) in Mayoral Investment Funding over 30 years to invest in
local priorities

e Control of locally-led brownfield funding and strategic partnerships with Homes England

e A multi-year integrated transport budget for local road maintenance and upgrades and priority for
new rail partnerships with Great British Railways

Control of the Adult Education Budget
Control of local transport functions, including creation of a shared draft Local Transport Plan

e Responsibility for the UK Shared Prosperity Fund.
In addition, next year Hull and East Yorkshire would be given:

e £4.6 million for the building of new homes on brownfield land

e £15 million to spend on capital projects that support transport, flood resilience, coastal
regeneration and bringing forward new brownfield employment sites

e Up to £5 million to spend on local economic growth priorities, including any further expansion of
the Siemens Gamesa Offshore Wind Facility



e £2 million to help the set up and operation of the Mayoral Combined Authority.
Neither Hull or East Riding of Yorkshire Councils can access this range of powers and funding alone. Setting up
a Mayoral Combined Authority is a way to access to these powers and funding.

However, having a Mayoral Combined Authority does not mean Hull and East Riding of Yorkshire
Councils will merge. Both Councils would continue to operate as normal.

The Proposal, if adopted, would give the Mayoral Combined Authority responsibilities for investment in transport
infrastructure and services, including public transport. This would help Hull and East Yorkshire develop an
effective and efficient transport system for the long term and provide greater certainty over future funding for
transport improvements.

Presently, Hull and East Riding of Yorkshire Councils each receive funding for specific transport initiatives, each
with its own terms and conditions set by Government. In future, all of those funds would come as one whole
pot giving Hull and East Yorkshire the flexibility to make decisions about the area’s own transport plans.
These may include helping to shape and improve local rail services, deliver high quality bus services along with
decarbonising local bus services and improving the road network serving Hull and East Yorkshire.

It is proposed that the Mayoral Combined Authority would have the following powers and responsibilities:

e Power to draw up a Hull and East Yorkshire Local Transport Plan and related transport strategies

e  Powers to introduce bus franchising, setting out which bus services would be provided,
determining the routes, timetables and fares

e  Setting up and managing a Key Route Network of major roads and highways with powers of
direction, allowing them to direct highway authorities

e  Powers to plan with utility companies for diversionary works and to operate a permit scheme
related to works carried out on the Key Route Network

e Become the Local Transport Authority for the Combined Area.

The Proposal, if adopted, will give the Mayoral Combined Authority powers to help people and businesses in Hull
and East Yorkshire get the skills and support necessary to reach their ambitions, as well as support the region’s
economy.

This will be achieved through control of the government’s
Adult Education Budget and powers.

The Proposal, if adopted, would give the Mayoral Combined Authority responsibilities for housing and
regeneration. This will help the coordination of decisions across the whole of Hull and East Yorkshire
ensuring that individuals are able to benefit from economic growth and access to jobs.

The proposal is that this will be done by giving powers to the Mayoral Combined Authority working in partnership
with Hull and East Riding of Yorkshire Councils and Homes England.

the regeneration and acquire, develop, hold, and dispose of land and property, and develop
infrastructure

e Housing and land acquisition powers to support development, regeneration, and infrastructure
projects in the public interest, which will help to bring about improvements to social, economic,
and environmental wellbeing and community development

e Improve the supply and quality of housing, ensuring the availability of decent affordable homes for
local people and enabling them to continue to live in their communities

e  Secure regeneration or development of land or infrastructure

e  Support in other ways the creation, regeneration, and development of communities, including in
relation to culture, heritage, sport and tourism

e  Contribute to achieving sustainable development and good design.
The Mayoral Combined Authority would receive £4.6 million of devolved capital funding in 2024/25 to support the
building of new homes on brownfield land.

If the proposal is adopted, something called a Mayoral Combined Authority would be set up and a Mayor would
be directly elected by Hull and East Riding residents every four years.

A Mayoral Combined Authority would allow Hull and East Yorkshire to access additional funding and powers,
including the £400 million investment fund, which would not currently be available to either council alone.

The Mayoral Combined Authority would:
e receive the powers and money from government and provide transparent local leadership
e offer decision-making on strategic matters affecting Hull and East Yorkshire

e promote Hull and East Yorkshire and give us one, strong voice locally, nationally and
internationally

e make it easier to work together locally and with central government
e seek to secure even more long-term investment, including borrowing

e be able to generate revenue locally through a precept or levy, subject to certain conditions being
met

e make sure things are done for the benefit of the whole of the Hull and East Yorkshire area,
representing residents, their communities and their interests.

Some of the decisions would be made by the Mayor with the majority being made by the Mayoral
Combined Authority as a whole — the proposal sets out a number of safeguards that seek to manage the use
of the new powers and funding and ensure the efficient and effective operation of the mayoral authority.

If the proposal is adopted, Hull City Council and East Riding of Yorkshire Council would not merge and
would still deliver services locally and invest in their communities.
